SEPTEMBER 29 + 30 SAMBURU 
Drive north through the town of Isiolo, occasionally 

passing nomadic Samburu tribesmen.  Lunch at the 

Samburu Lodge built on the banks of the Uaso Nyiro 

River which flows through the heart of this wildlife 

sanctuary. The landscape of the Samburu area is 

beautiful – arid and scrubby with magnificent 

mountains in the 

background. Wildlife is 

abundant and includes 

species such as Gerenuk, Dik-Dik, Grant’s and 

Thompson’s Gazelles, Grevy’s Zebra, Beisa Oryx, 

Reticulated Giraffe and Somalia Ostrich. Two days of early 

morning and late afternoon game viewing drives.

OCTOBER 1 MOUNT KENYA 
Drive south this morning, passing through the town of Isiolo, arriving at the Ol Pejeta 

wildlife sanctuary, one of the few private sanctuaries in Kenya. Lunch at Sweetwaters 

camp, a luxury tented camp built facing Mount Kenya, followed by an afternoon of 

wildlife viewing by vehicle, on foot or on horseback. As Ol Pejeta is a private sanctuary, 

walking and riding safaris are allowed. The highlight of your stay will be a visit to the 

Chimpanzee sanctuary established by Dr.Jane Goodall, where abandoned and 

confiscated animals are rehabilitated in a natural surrounding.

OCTOBER 2                                                                        LAKE NAIVASHA 
Breakfast and morning departure for the Great Rift Valley, arriving at the Lake 

Naivasha Simba Lodge for lunch. Located on Lake Naivasha, this beautiful property has 

access to the lake shore where you can watch hippo in the lake. The rest of the afternoon 

at leisure to enjoy a change of pace and relax around the swimming pool. Meals and

OCTOBER 3                                                                         LAKE NAKURU 

Breakfast and depart for Lake Nakuru National Park, 

the world famous Flamingo sanctuary. Bird viewing 

along the lake shore where hundreds of Flamingo, 

Pelicans, Cormorants and Stilts feed. Lunch and 

afternoon game viewing in the Wildlife Sanctuary 

which is home to the Rothschild’s Giraffe and the 

endangered White and Black Rhino. Return to lodge 

in the late afternoon.
